The impact of COVID-19 is still dominant in Yeonsu-gu, as
well as in other areas. Yeonsu-gu is continually seeking ways
to recover safe normalcy in everyday life for residents. From
joint disinfection measures to anonymous donations, various
forms of government-civil cooperation have continuously been
shedding beams of hope for its citizens to emerge from this
crisis. What activities has Yeonsu-gu performed to ensure a
safe environment and for its residents to feel well-protected?
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Overcoming the Crisis
through Public-Private Cooperation
Time to Believe in Our Power

Yeonsu-gu has organized and operated the Disaster
and Safety Countermeasures Headquarters (DSCH)
since January 27, when COVID-19 began to break out in
South Korea. The Mayor of Yeonsu-gu Office is leading
the headquarters, which consists of six working teams,
including the Administrative Safety General Group and
the Resident Welfare Group. This organization will work
until COVID-19 is no longer a threat. The Yeonsu-gu
Public Health Center is putting forth 24/7 efforts toward
responding to COVID-19. By purchasing Incheon’s first
special negative-pressure ambulances, the office has
provided a safe and rapid means of transportation to calm
residents” anxieties.

Yeonsu-gu’s aggressive response to COVID-19 would not
have been possible without the voluntary participation
of its citizens. Each member of our community actively
participated in the office’s preventive measures against
COVID-19 and shared their own handmade masks.
So many anonymous donors, including children and
seniors, have donated coins from their own pockets and
presented warm hearts to all corners of Yeonsu-gu. These
various types of government-civil partnerships have
been instrumental in protecting Yeonsu-gu from being
overwhelmed by the COVID-19 crisis.

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Yeonsu-gu is operating a management system designed for specialized
management for people by categories of potential risks. This system
includes strengthened management of the ever-increasing number
of citizens coming from abroad and self-quarantining citizens, along
with full support for preventive measures and related supplies. It
also promotes preventive measures to observe precautions against
COVID-19 and provides the necessary information to residents by
posting confirmed case alerts and daily response guideline cards
on related websites and social media. Yeonsu-gu was the first local
government to create and operate a COVID-19 Outbreak Web-Map.
With this, it has provided the locations of screening centers, the status
of fever checks, and the location of designated Safe Restaurants.
This content has garnered over 300,000 views. Through providing
such prompt and diverse information, Yeonsu-gu is trying to build an
administrative system that residents can trust.

As a long-term measure, Yeonsu-gu is also constructing safety-
related infrastructure. Since January, residents have reported great
difficulties getting access to masks. With this experience, Yeonsu-
gu was the first municipality to establish a mask-production system
based on collaboration between local companies and social financial
organizations to stabilize the supply and demand of local masks for
the public. Through these measures, the office expects to secure
a stable mask supply to counter the COVID-19 crisis as it enters a
prolonged period and to create jobs for vulnerable sectors and boost
the local economy.

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The ‘nice landlords’” who voluntarily lowered the rent for tenants
to protect the frozen business activities in backstreets and the
small-business owners at risk of business collapse from COVID-19
provided sources of warmth for the community. Responding to
this movement, Yeonsu-gu decided to reduce the property tax for
landlords who participated in the ‘Nice Landlord Movement.’

On the other hand, Yeonsu-gu expanded Yeonsu E-eum cashback
and strengthened the discount benefits of the Benefits Plus member
store to lay the groundwork for residents to recover from their
financial situations and for businesses on backstreets to survive. To
this end, the office provided 50% of the monthly rent for three self-
supporting companies in the jurisdiction for five months, provided
financial support for food- and public hygiene-related facilities, and
revitalized the daily lives of downtrodden residents and darkened
alleyways. The office is also implementing a plan for co-prosperity
in the welfare sector, including support for vulnerable groups, such
as for self-quarantined citizens due to COVID-19 and temporary
support for childcare. As such, the office provides a solid foundation
for all residents to return to normal living.

As summer brings increased use of household appliances, such as air conditioners and refrigerators, many
households experience higher electricity bills than in other seasons. Adopting energy-saving habits can bring
double benefits: it helps protect the environment and reduces utility bills at the same time. Notably, by
participating in the Carbon Point System and reducing energy consumption, you can enjoy the benefits of cash
incentives. Let's learn more about energy-saving practices that can bring relief during summer months.

Tips for saving energy while using
household appliances

The 'Carbon Point System' is a campaign to
reduce greenhouse gas emissions across
the country. The system calculates carbon
points by comparing current energy use
with energy use during the same month
over the past two years. In accordance
with the reduction rate for energy items,
such as electricity, water supply, and city
gas, carbon points are given out to users
twice a year (in June and December). In
the case of electricity consumption, a
reduction of 5 to 10% is equal to 5,000
points, while a reduction of 15% or more
brings 15,000-point savings. If you save
more than 15% on your city gas, you will
earn 8,000 points, and 2,000 points are
granted for water-supply reductions. You
can convert these incentives into cash for
up to KRW 2 per point. These points are
automatically calculated on the website
and users don't have to bother entering
or registering their energy consumption
information separately.

Yeonsu-gu has designated zones to
restrict idling, or leaving vehicles engine
running while stationary. The purpose of
this measure is to prevent air pollution
by reducing unnecessary energy waste
and emissions. The restricted idling zones
include public parking lots, parking lots
for multi-use facilities, and garages. Idling
for more than three minutes in these
spots will make you subject to a KRW
50,000 penalty. When the air temperature
drops below 5°C or rises above 25°C, the
idling limit is extended to five minutes
before a penalty is imposed. It is always
good to make a habit of turning off the
engine when parking or stopping your car,
which is helpful for reducing emissions
and saving energy. Driving at a regulated
speed and not stepping on the accelerator
when going downhill are other tips for
eco-friendly driving.

+ Air Conditioners

You need to clean your air-conditioning
filters once every two weeks. Built-up
dust on the filters decreases the cooling
performance and increases your electricity
consumption. Another good trick to
save power is to use a conventional fan
that helps lower the cooling level for the
air conditioner. Keep in mind to set the
cooling temperature for your home at 25-
26°C to avoid unnecessary wasted energy.

+ Refrigerators

Your refrigerator should be stocked at
60% capacity or less to ensure that the
cold air is well circulated and to increase
the refrigeration effect. Conversely, it is
recommended that the freezer remain
filled at more than 90% capacity, as frozen
foods can easily maintain their frozen
state by transferring cold air to each other.

+ Electric Rice Cookers

You can save power by cooking only
enough rice to eat up immediately, so
that there is no rice left to be kept warm
in the cooker. Alternatively, rather than
leaving warm rice in the cooker for a long
time, freeze it and then heat it up again,
as needed, to save additional energy and
help preserve better-tasting rice.
